World History Syllabus 2014-2015
Welcome to our class!  This year will be full of simulations, activities, research, and discovery as we probe into the social, cultural, and technological changes that occurred in Europe, Africa, Asia, and the Americas from 500 B.C. to the 1700s A.D.  We will study the history and geography of great civilizations that were developing simultaneously around the world.  We will also examine the growing interactions among these civilizations through the exchange of ideas, beliefs (religions), technologies, and goods.  We have over 2000 years of history to discover, so get ready to participate, learn, and to have fun.  We are going to have a fantastic year together!
Classroom Expectations/Student Responsibilities:
1. Attend class and come prepared with all necessary materials.

2. Do all assigned work.
3. Be where you belong at all times.

4. Control your own behavior.

5. Follow all directions. 

6. Speak to others in a considerate manner.

7. Be responsible for your own learning.  (This means listen to directions, complete assignments and participate.  You are expected to actively and thoughtfully participate in all classroom activities.  Your participation is the key to the success of our class).

8. Practice, show, and expect respect. Respect the rights, feelings, and property of others.

Discipline:

When a student chooses to violate a school rule, or behave in an inappropriate manner in our classroom, the following consequences will occur in an attempt to stop the behavior from continuing:


First occurrence:  Warning


Second occurrence:  Teacher/student conference and parent/guardian contact

Third occurrence:  30 minute detention to reflect on inappropriate behavior, and to devise a plan to raise the student’s level of behavior to an appropriate and desired level

Fourth occurrence:  Referral to the Dean



** If a student is severely disruptive, he or she will be sent to the Dean immediately.

Grading:

Students will be graded on a traditional scale. Grades will be earned through the successful completion of group and individual projects and activities, homework, quizzes, and unit tests. Below are the percentages for each letter grade:

A = 90-100%


B = 80-89%


C = 70-79%


D = 60-69%


F =   0- 59%

All work will be assigned a point value and will be awarded the appropriate letter grade based on the student’s effort, understanding of the material, and level of completion.  The various opportunities the student’s will have to demonstrate their knowledge and expertise in World History will include, but not be limited to, the following:

Class work:  This includes, but is not limited to, all in-class activities, quick writes, questions, notes, Cornell notes, 
Learning Logs, TILTS (Things I learned today), Viewing Guides, Atlas Activities, Brain Pop Activities, Geography Puzzles, 
experiential activities, and Jeopardy Style review games. 

Homework:  This includes, but is not limited to, weekly geography assignments, review questions, Reading Study 


Guide worksheets, Vocabulary/Terms and Names, and current event assignments.

Projects:  This includes individual and group projects (This may be included under Class work)

Tests:  Chapter, Unit, Periodic Assessments, and Final Exams

Quizzes:  Planned quizzes, pop quizzes, and geography quizzes


Signatures:  Progress reports will be sent home about every 5 to 6 weeks.  All progress reports must be 

signed by a parent or guardian and returned.

Homework:
All homework must be completed by the beginning of the class period the following school day unless otherwise specified.

Late/Missing Assignments:

All late work will be marked down 20% for each day it is late. Therefore, no assignments will be accepted after TWO days, and therefore will be listed in the grade book as a missing assignment.
Second Chance Policy

If you are unhappy with your grade on a chapter/unit test, vocabulary quiz, or a geography quiz, you have two weeks from the time we review the test or quiz to improve your grade.  All you need to do is study, then arrange a time with me (nutrition break, and/or before or after school) to come in and retake it.  I will then average the two scores together and change your grade.  Retaking a test or quiz can only improve your grade; it will never lower your grade.

No Name Policy:

If you fail to write your name on your paper, you will be docked one letter grade.  All work turned in without a name will be placed in the no name tub.  If you think you did an assignment, yet you did not receive a grade, it is probably in the No Name tub.
Detention:

If you are unable to make a scheduled detention for any reason your parent or guardian must contact me via phone call, text, email, via my website at www.wardswebiste.weebly.com, or in writing ahead of time to reschedule.

Absences:

Students are expected to make up all work missed if absent.  It is the student’s responsibility to check the weekly plan on the white board, check my website at www.wardswebsite.weebly.com, or ask another student for missed assignments.  Students are given one extra day for each day absent.  If a student is absent the day an assignment is due, they are expected to turn it in the day they return to school.
